Falcons’ Bucchino repeats as NCHA player of the week

MENOMONIE, Wis (January 22, 2007) - UW-River Falls goalie AJ Bucchino (Jr, Bow,
N.H.) posted two wins, including a shutout, and was named the NCHA player of the week for
the second week in a row.

Bucchino, 5-10, 185 pounds, stopped 24 shots in a 3-0 win over UW-Stevens Point,
Jan. 19, his first shutout of the season and his third career shutout, and kicked out 32
shots in a 4-1 win over UW-Eau Claire, Jan. 20, to improve his season record to 16-2-1. The
Falcons were outshot, 16-5, in the first period against Eau Claire, but Bucchino stopped all
16 shots to send the Falcons into the locker room with a 0-O tie. On the season, Bucchino

has a 2.07 goals against averaged and improved his save percentage to .935.
Also nominated was UW-Stout goalie Mike Stone (Jr, West St. Paul, Minn).
