Falcons’ Pat Borgestad earns NCHA honors
Menomonie, Wis. (January 21, 2008) - UW-River Falls forward Patrick Borgestad (Sr,

St. Paul, Minn) scored two goals in the Falcons’ 4-3 win at rival UW-Stout and was named
the NCHA player of the week for the second time this season.

The first goal was a power play goal with 3:20 left in the first frame. On the play, TJ Dahl
controlled the puck in the slot and fed Derek Hansberry witha tape-to-tape pass. Hansberry
rotated to Borgestad for the one-timer. His second goal turned out to be the game winner,
coming with 43 seconds left in the second period. Borgestad is tied for the lead in the NCHA
in points with his linemates Dahl and Hansberry with 32 points (21-11).

Also nominated were: UW-Eau Claire goalie Tyler Brigl (So, Eagan, Minn); UW-Stevens
Point forward Pat Lee (So, Schaumberg, Ill); and UW-Stout defender Bobby Kuehl (So, St.
Paul, Minn/Johnson).
