St. Norbert in position to claim outright title

Green Knights’ Kyle Jones earns NCHA honors
Menomonie, Wis. (February 4, 2008) - St. Norbert College goalie Kyle Jones (Sr, North

Delta, BC) recorded his 20th career shutout and was named the NCHA player of the week.
Jones had a banner weekend, leading St. Norbert to a three-point weekend on the road.

Jones turned in a 34 save performance in a 1-1 tie with UW-Superior, Feb. 1, with the only
goal he allowed shorthanded. Jones also made 29 saves, Feb. 2, in a 3-0 win over St.
Scholastica, notching his 20th career shutout and his fifth this season. Jones made 63
saves on 64 shots this weekend with a saves percentage of .984. Jones leads the NCAA in
goals against average with 1.29. For his career, Jones has a 78-10-8 overall record and a
1.69 career GAA.

Peters Cup tournament, which begins Friday,
Feb. 22.

The Green Knights took three points last
weekend with a 1-1 tie with UW-Superior and
followed that up with a 3-0 shutout of St.
Scholastica. The Knights currently have 19
points, and need only one point out of their
three remaining games to clinch the top spot.

The rest of the league is muddled with
UW-River Falls and UW-Stout a distant six
points behind the Knights with 13 points.
Both teams will host St. Norbert this week-
end. The Knights last year shared the NCHA
title with both River Falls and Stout. St.
Norbert will wrap up the season by traveling
to Lake Forest, Saturday, Feb. 16.

Only three points separate second River
Falls and Stout with sixth place UW-Eau
Claire, which has 10 points.

Stout and River Falls each play Lake
Forest this weekend, in addition to St.
Norbert. The Blue Devils and the Falcons will
meet Friday, Feb. 15 at River Falls.

The 6-2, 205 pounder scored two goals and an assist in Friday’s win. He scored the first goal of the game and added what proved to be the game winner

Menomonie, Wis. (November 12, 2007) - While it is unusual for a goalie to get an assist, it is not uncommon, but UW-Stevens Point's Marcus Paulson
(Jr, Eden Prairie, Minn) made it ridiculous when he was credited with three assists in a 4-2 win at 10th ranked St. Thomas, Nov. 9. And, by the way, Paulson
also made 39 saves, including 17 in the third period to stash away the win. Paulson has been named the Northern Collegiate Hockey Association (NCHA)
player of the week.

Paulson was credited with the secondary assist on Brett Beckfield's go-ahead goal with five minutes left in the second period that put the Pointers up,
2-1. Paulson got the primary assist on Josh Calleja's goal six minutes into the third period for a 4-1 lead. His third assist came with less than a minute
remaining in the game when Paulson passed to Sean Fish, who passed to Chris Conway for an empty net goal.
